A steady app[icaﬁon of ferti[izer will be applied over
the next fow weeks a[ong with ﬁrequent top dressings of sand. Sand will he[p level out any small uneven
areas and ﬁrm up the putting swface. ]fau goes well 1 don’t see any reason of not making our Sep’cember
opening. A[’chough the greens and normal maintenance has taken up most of our time we have been
working towards making other timprovements. Bunkers have been edged and sand has been added to all
green side bunkers. There will be many areas that sod will be added and we will continue to timprove outer
