 Our one and only core aerification for the greens has been scheduled July 9th and 10th.  A 
core aerification is when a small plug is removed from the green. This will relieve compaction and 
allow water plus air to penetrate into the soil profile. Recovery time should be at a minimum for this 
small aerification. We have made great strides to get to this point and now that the weather is 
prime for bermuda grass, our greens will improve quickly. Aerification on fairways and tees has 
already begun with one of our newer pieces of equipment the Aerway. This machine accomplishes 
the same relief of compaction with much less disruption.  
 Many areas around greens and some tees have been resodded. Once greens are 100% 
this will become our primary focus. More sod will be installed around greens, tees and sand trap 
edges. Other items that we will be paying attention to in the next coming months will be improving 
irrigation, adding sand to traps and continuing to improve landscape.

Instructional Tip from the Pro:  Q:  How do you become a more consistent ball striker?   
A:  Make your margin error better!  

  If you are some one who keeps their head down, releases the club head in to the ball, trying to hit 
down on it and swinging from the inside outward – your club head will have about 2-3 inches at 80/90mph to 
square up and not put side spin on the ball for straight flight – not much margin there to get it perfect, fore! 
If you learn to pull the club left instead of release it outward you can then move your head and chest left and 
away from the ball (left) and the club head will stay square for about 12-36 inches!  - Much more solid shots, 
leading to much more consistent play!

We will only be punching small 
holes into the greens which will make the healing time even quicker than our normal large aerification. 

This is very important because it will allow air and water to penetrate deeper into the roots of the greens. 
We will only have 9 holes open both days but you will be able to play that nine holes twice if you would 
like. In order to create turn times we will have some restricted tee times both days. Please view the July
