  Cart path paving is progressing slower than projected. Currently five holes 
  have been completed with six more scheduled. The past few weeks has  
  caused some issues. The ground in some areas is too wet to support a new 
  paths. To correct these areas, we had to dig out these spots and stone is added 
in order to firm up the new path. Hopefully, weather will cooperate, and this project can be 
completed over the next few weeks.   

You may have also noticed that the covers for greens have been placed out on the course. We are 
in the process of unfolding and marking edges so when the time comes to cover, we will be 
prepared. A perfect winter for us would be not to cover at all. Last year we only covered one time 
for a total of four days (2019 we covered four times for a total of eleven days). Many factors are 
considered when deciding whether to cover greens. Low temperatures are obviously one of the 
main factors, but you also must consider how long will the temperatures be that low. One or two 
hours of low temps would not be a big concern if the high temperature for the day reaches into the 
mid-forties. Moisture levels need to be monitored also. A cold wet event is much better than a 
cold dry event. We will keep you informed when a weather event is on the way as regards to 
covering. The irrigation project is on going with spring being a goal for completion.  Heads have 
been installed on all fairways. Adding two controllers and connecting wires should complete the 
project. Thank all of you for your patience and comments during these improvements!

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Golf Cart Traffic on the Golf Course 
 

We are asking you to honor the 90 degree rule and carts on path on all par 
3s. If you violate the cart rules you will lose the privilege to rent a cart!  

  
Many players have decided to violate the cart rules such as driving over and 
past railroad ties, cutting to the right of the path on #11, driving to the right 
of the tees on #12 and, in general, just ignoring the cart rules.  
  
If your cart is seen violating the rules ONCE you will be placed on the watch 
list. The SECOND violation will result in a suspension of your privilege to 
rent a cart for 30 days.  
  
We have invested over $1,000,000 in course improvements over the last 3 
years and we are not going to allow you to continue to disrespect the hard 
work, investment, and improvements we have made
